
               

Report on the Plantation Drive by Govt. College Karsog 

On 23rd August 2024, a plantation drive was organized by the Eco Club, NSS, NCC, and Rover & Rangers 

units of Govt. College Karsog in collaboration with the Forest Department. The event took place in a pine 

forest, located 3 km from the college, where students and staff enthusiastically participated in planting 

deodar (Cedrus deodara) saplings, contributing to environmental sustainability efforts. 

The event began at 10:50 AM with the students and staff assembling at the college premises. A total of 170 

students, accompanied by key personnel from the Forest Department, including the Forest Guard and Range 

Officer of Karsog, embarked on the journey to the plantation site. After an hour's trek, they reached the 

designated area at 12:15 PM and began the plantation activities. 

In the span of two hours, the students successfully planted around 650 deodar trees in the pre-selected 

areas of the pine forest near to village Balana where forest fire destroyed the 1000 freshly planted deodar 

saplings. The meticulous planning and efforts of the students, combined with the guidance from the forest 

personnel, made the plantation drive a smooth and impactful event. The significance of planting deodar, a 

tree native to the Himalayan region, was highlighted, especially in terms of its role in enhancing forest 

cover, preventing soil erosion, and preserving biodiversity. 

After completing the plantation, refreshments were served on-site at 2:00 PM, with students enjoying a 

traditional treat of halwa. Following this, the participants returned to the college. Upon arrival, a gathering 

was held in the college auditorium, where students and staff were provided with samosas and tea to 

conclude the event on a warm note. 

The plantation drive witnessed the active involvement of the college’s faculty members, including the 

honorable Principal, Dr. J.S. Patiyal, who led by example. The event was also graced by the participation 

of NCC Coordinator Dr. Yamuna, Rover & Ranger Incharge Mr. Pankaj Gupta, Ms. Pusha Devi, NSS 

Incharge Mrs. Sonia Chaudhary, Dr. Devender, and Eco Club Incharge Dr. Lomeshwar. Their presence and 

encouragement were instrumental in motivating the students. 

This plantation drive not only reinforced the college’s commitment to environmental conservation but also 

fostered a spirit of teamwork and responsibility among the students. It was a successful initiative, ensuring 

a greener future while instilling environmental consciousness in the younger generation.
